Students must have bound composition notebook for lab.

Every lab should be listed with at lease a statement of purpose and conclusions (what did you learn from this activity) for each activity in the unit.  Your instructor will identify the activities to be addresses for each unit.  Conclusions should address each of the questions or objectives listed in the identified purpose listed for the activity.

Complete Formal Lab Reports will be completed for the following five units.  Biomolecules, Unit 8 – Enzymes, Unit 7 – Diffusion and Osmosis, Unit 10 – Respiration and Unit 9 – Photosynthesis. 

The lab report will consist of the following components for each activity completed in the unit.

Purpose – The purpose will identify questions/objectives to be answered 


by the activity.


Method – How is the activity done?  What is used and how the activity is 


set up.  Describe how the activity is setup and completed.

Observations – What happened?  What were the results of the activity 


preformed or what did you see?


Conclusion(s) – How do the observations answer the 




questions/objectives identified in the purpose?  What was learned 


as a result of the activity?
The five Formal Lab Reports will be grades and will represent a minimum or 20 points of the 30 awarded for the unit.  The remaining 10 points will be from a quiz or project.
The statement of purpose and conclusions will be reviewed by the instructor for other lab units.  If units are not complete and accurate at the time specified by the instructor points will be deducted from your point total for that unit.  The amount deducted will be determined by the instructor.
Absolutely no plagiarism will be tolerated.  Everything must be in your original words, not copied from the book or another student.  Any plagiarism will result in a Zero for that unit
