ATTENDANCE: Both lecture and laboratory attendance is required. All responsibility for make up work is that of the student. No absence is permitted from lab without penalty except in extreme circumstances. Your laboratory instructor will review lab attendance and the makeup policy at your first lab. Laboratory units can not be completed without laboratory attendance. 
DROP POLICY AND DATE: If you are unable to complete this course, you must withdraw from it by April 15, 2010. Withdrawing from a course is a formal procedure you must initiate; I cannot do it for you. You must pick up a drop form from the Admissions Office. If you stop attending and do not withdraw you will receive a performance grade, most likely an "F".
GRADE DETERMINATION
Your grade will be determined from a combination of 5 lecture exams, four lab exams, 15 lab reports/quizzes to be given during the semester and a lab notebook. Each lecture exam and lab exam is valued at 100 points.  Lab evaluation will be explained during lab. IF A LECTURE EXAM IS MISSED, MAKE UP MUST BE COMPLETED WITHIN TWO CLASS DAYS AFTER THE EXAM.   THE MAKEUP EXAM MAY BE AN ESSAY OR OBJECTIVE EXAM.  THE ONLY EXCUSED ABSENCE FROM A LECTURE EXAM IS EITHER SEVERE ILLNESS OR BEREAVEMENT. A SECOND LECTURE EXAM CAN NOT BE MADEUP.  Lecture pop test and/or additional lab assignments may be assigned during the semester. If so the total number of points required for a given grade will change, but your final grade will always be based upon a percentage of the total points, i.e. 90-100 for an A, 80 to 89.99 for a B, 70-79.99 for a C, 60-69.99 for a D and below 60 for an F.  LECTURE POP TEST CAN NOT BE MADE UP IF MISSED, NO MATTER WHAT THE REASON. 
Your final grade will be a combination of both lecture and lab, with lecture representing 70% and lab 30% of the final grade.  Instructor reserves the right to make changes as needed.
